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In an effort to avoid the use of detached accessory structures as guest houses, the Kandiyohi County Zoning Ordinance contains restrictions on the construction and use of detached accessory structures.  There are several applicable areas in the Zoning Ordinance.  One area prohibits accessory structures from containing habitable space.  Another area restricts accessory structures to one story in height while allowing for unfinished bonus storage space within the roof system of the structure.  The effects of the limitations are spelled out below.

Detached Accessory Structures Shall Not Contain the Following:

· Living Area

· Sleeping Area (bedrooms)

· Eating Area

· Cooking Area (kitchen facilities)

Bonus Storage Areas Within Roof Systems Shall Not:

· Be Finished Space

· Include the Following Improvements:

· Plumbing

· Heating, Ventilation, or Air Conditioning (HVAC)

· Insulation

· Sheetrock

· Furnishings

Detached Accessory Structures May Contain:

· Bathrooms
· Closets

· Halls

· Storage or Utility Space
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
